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	Hebrews 11:1 - Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see.  This is what the ancients were commended for.

2 Corinthians 5:7 - For we walk by faith and not by sight. 

Hebrews 11:6 - And without faith it is impossible to please God, because anyone who comes to him must believe that he exists and he rewards those who diligently seek him. 

Ephesians 2:8 - For by grace are you saved through faith, and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God. 

Romans 12:3 - … according as God hath dealt to each man the measure of faith.  

Romans 10:17 - So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God. 

Hebrews 10:23 - Let us hold fast the profession of our faith without wavering; (for he is faithful that promised).

Jude 1:20 - But you, beloved, building up yourselves on your most holy faith, praying in the Holy Spirit.

2 Timothy 1:13 - Hold fast the pattern of sound words which you have heard from me, in faith and love which is in Christ Jesus.  

2 Corinthians 4:13 - It is written: “I believed; therefore I have spoken.“  With that same spirit of faith we also believe and therefore speak,

I Timothy 4:6 - … nourished up in the Words of Faith and by the good doctrine which you have followed.  

Romans 10:8 - But what does it say?  The word is near you it is in your mouth and in your heart, that is, the word of faith we are proclaiming: 

Romans 10:10-11 - For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth that you confess and are saved.  As the Scripture says, “Anyone who trusts in him will never be put to shame.  

Philippians 1:27 - Only let your conversation be worthy of the gospel of Christ…

Matthew 9:22 - Jesus turned and saw her. “Take heart, daughter,” he said, “your faith has healed you.” And the woman was healed from that moment.
Matthew 15:28 - Then Jesus answered, “Woman, you have great faith!  Your request is granted.”  And her daughter was healed from that very hour.

Matthew 9:28-29 - When he had gone indoors, three blind men came to him, and he asked them, “Do you believe that I am able to do this?”  “Yes, Lord,” they replied.  Then he touched their eyes and said, “According to your faith will it be done to you.”
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	Galatians 5:22 - But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faith, gentleness and self-control, against such things there is no law.

Galatians 5:6 - … the only thing that counts is faith expressing itself through love. 

Luke 17:5-6,-10 - The apostles said to the Lord, “Increase our faith!”  He replied, “If you have faith as small as a mustard seed, you can say to this mulberry tree, be uprooted and planted in the sea, and it will obey you.  Would he thank the servant because he did what he was told to do?  So you also, when you have done everything you were told to do, should say, ‘We are unworthy servants; we have only done our duty. 

Luke 12:28 - If that is how God clothes the grass of the field, which is here today, and tomorrow is thrown into the fire, how much more will he clothe you, O you of little faith.  

Ephesians 6:16-18 - Above all, take the shield of faith, with which you shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the evil one.  And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit which is the word of God: And pray in the spirit on all occasions with all kinds of prayers and requests…

I Corinthians 16:13-14 - Be on your guard; stand firm in the faith; be men of courage; be strong.  Do everything in love. 

Mark 11:22-24 - Have faith in God,” Jesus answered.  I tell you the truth, if anyone says to this Mountain, ‘Go, throw yourself into the sea,’ and does not doubt in his heart but believes that what he says will happen, it will be done for him.  Therefore I tell you, whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you have received it, and it will be yours. 

I John 5:14 - This is the confidence we have in approaching God: that if we ask anything according to his will, he hears us.  And if we know that he hears us- whatever we ask- we know that we have what we have asked of him. 

Colossians 2:5-7 - For though I am absent from you in body, I am present with you in spirit and delight to see how orderly you are and how firm your faith in Christ is.  So then, just as you received Christ Jesus as Lord, continue to live in him, rooted and built up in him, strengthened in the faith as you were taught, and overflowing with thankfulness.

Luke 17:17-19 - Jesus asked, “Were not all ten cleansed?  Where are the other nine?  Was no one found to return and give praise to God except for this foreigner?  Then he said to him, “Rise and go; your faith has made you well.  

Hebrews 12:2 - looking to Jesus the Author and Finisher of our faith, who for the joy that was set before Him endured the cross, despising the shame, and sat down at the right hand of the throne of God. 

I Timothy 1:14 - The grace of our Lord was poured out on me abundantly, along with the faith and love that are in Christ Jesus.
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	I Peter 1:21 - Through him you believe in God, who raised him from the dead and glorified him, that your faith and hope might be in God.

Romans 5:1-2 - Therefore, since we have been justified through faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have gained access by faith into this grace in which we now stand.

I Corinthians 2:4-5 - My message and my preaching were not with wise and persuasive words, but with a demonstration of the Spirit’s power; so that your faith might not rest on men’s wisdom, but on God’s power.  

Romans 5:18-21 - Against all hope, Abraham in hope believed and so became the father of many nations, just as it had been said to him, “So shall your offspring be.”  Without weakening in his faith, he faced the fact that his body was as good as dead – since he was about a hundred years old – ant that Sarah’s womb was also dead.  Yet he did not waver through unbelief regarding the promised of God, but was strengthened in his faith and gave glory to God, being fully persuaded that God had the power to do what he had promised.  

I Thessalonians 1:3 - We continually remember before our God and Father your work produced by faith, your labor prompted by love, and your endurance inspired by hope in our Lord Jesus Christ. 

2 Thessalonians 1:3 - We ought always to thank God for you, brothers, and rightly so, because your faith is growing more and more, and the love every one of you has for each other is increasing.

Luke 22:32 - But I have prayed for you, Simon, that your faith may not fail…

Hebrews 11:11 - By faith Abraham, even though he was past age – and Sarah herself was barren – was enabled to become a father because he considered him faithful who made the promise.  

Hebrews 10:38 - Now the just shall live by faith: but if any man draw back, my soul shall have no pleasure in him.  

Hebrews 4:2 - For we also have had the good news preached to us, just as they did: but the message they heard was of no value to them; because those who heard it did not combine it with faith.  

James 1:6-8 - But when he asks, he must believe and not doubt, because he who doubts is like a wave of the sea, blown and tossed by the wind.  That man should not think he will receive anything from the Lord, he is a double-minded man unstable in all his ways.  

Mark 9:24 - Immediately the boy’s father exclaimed, “I do believe; help me overcome my unbelief!”

Hebrews 11:3 - By faith we understand that the universe was formed at God’s command, so that what is seen was not made out of what was visible.  

Hebrews 11:7 - By faith Noah, when warned about things not yet seen, in holy fear built an ark to save his family…
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	Hebrews 11:8 - By faith Abraham, when called to go to a place he would later receive as his inheritance, obeyed and went, even though he did not know where he was going.  

Hebrews 11:17-18 - By faith Abraham, when God tested him, offered Isaac as a sacrifice. He who had received the promises was about to sacrifice his one and only son, even though God had said to him, “It is through Isaac that that your offspring will be reckoned.  Abraham reasoned that God could raise the dead, and figuratively speaking, he did receive Isaac back from death.  

Hebrews 11:24-26 - By faith, Moses, when he had grown up, refused to be known as the son of Pharoah’s daughter.  He chose to be mistreated along with the people of God rather than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a short season.  He regarded disgrace for the sake of Christ as of greater value than the treasures of Egypt, because he was looking ahead to his reward. 

James 1:2-3 - Consider it pure joy, my brothers, whenever you face trials of many kinds, because you know that the testing of your faith develops perseverance.  Perseverance must finish its work so that you may be mature and complete, not lacking anything.

I Timothy 4:12 - Don’t let anyone look down on you because you are young, but set an example for the believers in speech, in life, in love, in faith and in purity. 

Titus 2:2 - Teach the older men to be temperate, worthy of respect, self-controlled, and sound in faith, in love and in endurance. 

James 5:15  And the prayer offered in faith will make the sick person well; the Lord will raise them up; if they have sinned they will be forgiven.

James 2:14,17,21-24,26 - What good is it, my brothers, if a man claims to have faith but has no deeds?  Can such a faith save him?  In the same way, faith by itself, if it is not accompanied by action, is dead...  Was not our ancestor Abraham considered righteous for what he did when he offered his son Isaac on the altar?  You see that faith and his actions were working together, and his faith was made complete by what he did.  And the scripture was fulfilled that says, “Abraham believed God, and it was credited to him as righteousness, and he was called God’s friend.  You see that a person is justified by what he does and not by faith alone.  As the body without the spirit is dead, so faith without deeds is dead.

James 2:5 - Listen, my dear brothers, Has not God chosen those who are poor in the eyes of the world to be rich in faith and to inherit the kingdom he promised to those who love him?

Hebrews 13:6 - So we say with confidence, “The Lord is my helper, I will not be afraid.  What can man do to me?

I John 5:4 - for everyone born of God overcomes the world.  This is the victory that has overcome the world, even our faith.  
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	[bookmark: _GoBack]Hebrews 6:10-12 - God is not unjust; he will not forget your work and the love you have shown him as you have helped his people and continue to help them.  We want each of you to show this same diligence to the very end in order to make your hope sure.  We do not want you to become lazy, but to imitate those who through faith and patience inherit what has been promised.  

I Timothy 1:18-19 - Timothy, my son, I give you this instruction in keeping with the prophecies once made about you, so that by following them you may fight the good fight, holding on to faith and a good conscience…

I Timothy 6:11-12 - But you, man of God, flee from all this, and pursue righteousness, godliness, faith, love, endurance and gentleness.  Fight the good fight of faith.  Take hold of the eternal life to which you were called when you made your good confession in the presence of many witnesses.

2 Timothy 4:7 - I have fought the good fight, I have finished my course, I have kept the faith.  Now there is in store for me the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous Judge, will award to me on that day – and not only to me, but also to all who have longed for his appearing. 

I Corinthians 13:13 - And now these three remain: faith, hope and love.  But the greatest of these is love.
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
