2 Cor 1:8-10 - We do not want you to be uninformed, brothers and sisters, about the troubles we experienced in the province of Asia. We were under great pressure, for we were so utterly burdened beyond our strength that we despaired of life itself.  Indeed, we felt we had received the sentence of death. But this happened that we might not rely on ourselves but on God, who raises the dead.  He has delivered us from such a terrible death, and He will deliver us. We have put our hope in Him that He will deliver us again.

Psalms 22:19 - But You, LORD, don't be far away. My strength, come quickly to help me.
Ps 119:28 - My soul is weary with sorrow; strengthen me according to your word.
Psalms 68:28 - Summon your power, God; show us your strength, O God, as you have done before.

Ps 89:21 - My hand will sustain him; surely my arm will strengthen him.  The enemy will not deceive him; no wicked person will afflict him.
Psalms 21:1 - LORD, the king finds joy in Your strength. How greatly he rejoices in Your victory!
Psalms 18:1 - For the director of music. Of David the servant of the LORD. He sang to the LORD the words of this song when the LORD delivered him from the hand of all his enemies and from the hand of Saul. He said: I love you, O LORD, my strength.

I Chron 29:12 – Riches and honor come from You alone and You are the ruler of all mankind.  Your hand controls power and might and it is at your discretion that men are made great and given strength. 
Isa 25:4 - For you have been a strength to the poor, a strength to the needy in his distress, a refuge from the storm, a shadow from the heat, when the blast of the terrible ones is as a storm against the wall.
Exodus 13:3 - Then Moses said to the people, “Remember this day in which you came out from Egypt, out of the house of slavery, for by a strong hand the LORD brought you out from this place…
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	Exodus 15:2 - The LORD is my strength and my song, and he has become my salvation; this is my God, and I will praise him, my father’s God, and I will exalt him.
Gen 49:24 - But his bow remained strong, and his arms were strengthened by the hands of the Mighty One of Jacob, by the Shepherd, the Rock of Israel.
Psalm 71:9 - And now, in my old age, don't set me aside. Don't abandon me when my strength is failing.
Psalms 71:18 - And even when I am old and gray, O God, do not forsake me, Until I declare Your strength to this generation, Your power to all who are to come.
Joshua 14:6-13 -  Now the people of Judah approached Joshua at Gilgal, and Caleb son of Jephunneh the Kenizzite said to him, "You know what the LORD said to Moses the man of God at Kadesh Barnea about you and me.  I was forty years old when Moses the servant of the LORD sent me from Kadesh Barnea to explore the land. And I brought him back a report according to my convictions, but my fellow Israelites who went up with me made the hearts of the people melt in fear. I, however, followed the LORD my God wholeheartedly. So on that day Moses swore to me, 'The land on which your feet have walked will be your inheritance and that of your children forever, because you have followed the LORD my God wholeheartedly.' "Now then, just as the LORD promised, he has kept me alive for forty-five years since the time he said this to Moses, while Israel moved about in the wilderness. So here I am today, eighty-five years old! Even yet I am as strong this day as I was in the day that Moses sent me: as my strength was then, even so is my strength now, for war, both to go out, and to come in.  Now give me this hill country that the LORD promised me that day. You yourself heard then that the Anakites were there and their cities were large and fortified, but, the LORD helping me, I will drive them out just as he said." Then Joshua blessed Caleb son of Jephunneh and gave him Hebron as his inheritance.

Psalms 78:4 - We will not hide them from their children, but tell to the coming generation the glorious deeds of the LORD, and his strength, and the wonders that he has done.  I Sam 2:4 - The bows of the mighty men are broken, and they that stumbled are girded with strength.  I Sam 2:9-10 - He guards the steps of His faithful ones, but the wicked perish in darkness, for a man does not prevail by his own strength.  
Ps 33:16-19 - No king is saved by the size of his army; no warrior escapes by his great strength.  A horse is a vain hope for deliverance; despite all its great strength it cannot save.  But the eyes of the LORD are on those who fear him, on those whose hope is in his unfailing love, to deliver them from death and keep them alive in famine.
I Sam 15:29 - And also the Strength of Israel will not lie nor repent: for he is not a man, that he should repent.
